
Just as Mary was chosen to be the mother of Jesus, we too are chosen as His special people.  
He calls each one of us into His marvelous light (1 Peter 2:9). 

YOU WILL NEED:
• 1 Piece of Blue Fabric
• 1 Styrofoam Ball 1½”
• Embroidery Floss,  

2 Brown, 1 Blue
• Thick, Cream-colored Thread
• 3 White Pipe Cleaners

• Small Piece of Cloth
• Braided String or Yarn
• Compass & Pencil
• Nylon Stockings
• Black, Red Markers
• 1 Wooden Ball 1½”
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Adult assistance is suggested.

DIRECTIONS:
1. Cut out a semicircle 
from cardstock with a 4-5” 
radius (see attachment). 
Roll into a cone and fasten 
with staples. Glue a circle of 
poster board to the bottom 
of the cone. Repeat to make 
a second cone.

2. For Mary, glue blue fabric 
over one of the cones. Pull 
the nylon stocking over the 
Styrofoam ball. Gather with 
thread at the bottom and trim 
off excess material. Cut off 
the tip of the cone and hot 
glue the head to the cone.

6. For the angel, 
glue white lace 
fabric to the second 
cone. Cut off the tip 
of the cone. Glue 
the 1½” wooden 
ball to the cone.

7. Hot glue a bunch 
of the shaggy yarn 
to the head, follow-
ing the example in 
step #3.

3. Tie a knot around the 
middle of a bunch of 
brown embroidery floss. 
Glue to the top of the 
head. Arrange the thread 
evenly around the head 
and lightly glue where 
needed. 

5. Hot glue the 
arms to the cone. 
Add some strips of 
lace on the front. 
Add a small piece 
of cloth for a head 
covering and secure 
it with braid. Draw 
eyes and lips.

8. Twist three pipe 
cleaners together. 
Cut off a 6” piece. 
Hot glue small 
wooden beads to 
the ends. Hot glue 
the arms to the 
cone.

4. Cut a 6” piece from the 
cloth-covered wire. Wrap it 
with thick, cream-colored 
thread, adding more 
thickness at the ends. 
Wrap the wire with blue 
embroidery floss, 
leaving ends free.  

9. Cut out wings for 
the angel from glitter 
paper. Glue feath-
er boa around the 
edges.

10. Decorate the 
angel with thin silver 
ribbons. Hot glue on 
the wings. Draw the 
eyes and mouth.

11. Cut 4 pieces of dowel 
3” long, and 4 pieces 6” 
long. Tie the ends of the 
shorter dowels to the two 
rings. The outer pieces 
should be about 6” apart. 
Tie the rings together at 
the top. Glue the longer 
dowels across the top of 
the outer short dowels.
12. Write on a piece 
of cardstock: “Chosen 
by God”. Cut out and 
attach to the ring. 
Stand Mary and the 
angel inside the rings. 
The ornament is ready.
