YOU WILL NEED:
• 1 Sheet Protector
• 1 Clipboard
• Dry Erase Marker

• Transparent Tape
• Colored Pencils
• 1 Binder Clip
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DIRECTIONS:

1. If necessary, trim the 
top of the sheet protector 
so it matches the size of 
the clipboard.

2. Tape one side of the 
sheet protector, with the 
opening facing up, to the 
clipboard.

5. Slide the table into 
the sheet protector.

7. Cut off 25”-30” of 
string. Tape the marker to 
one end of the string. Tie 
the piece of soft fabric to 
the other end of the string.

3. Fold the side of the 
sheet protector that has 
the holes under and tape.

4. Print template* or 
make one of your own 
organizers using the 
template as a guide.

6. Attach the binder 
clip to the side of the 
clipboard.

8. Tie the middle of the 
string with the marker 
and fabric to the side 
binder clip.

9. Write special things to 
do this week on the empty 
rows.

10. Use the marker to make 
notes throughout the week. 
At the end of the week you 
can erase the marks with 
the piece of fabric and start 
again. As we go through the 
week, let’s be sure to spend 
time helping others.
